REGISTRATION
Q:  Do I have to register for the Convention?
A:  In order to receive the discount rate from hotels, as well as convention materials and access to all
business sessions, workshops and seminars you must be registered. 

Q: Can I still register for the Convention?
A:  Yes, the Convention Regular Registration fee is available at $65 per person. 

Q:  What does this fee include?
A:  This fee includes your conference materials, onsite registration packet, and access to all sessions
and workshops.
